Request from the Deputy Comptroller, Comptroller’s Office, for approval to destroy all checks and warrants dated 1989 through 2006 detailed on the attached list.

Request from the Deputy Comptroller for Finance and Development, Comptroller’s Office, for approval of the attached amendments to BB#1 to ensure adequate FY2014 revenues are recognized with regard to the Gateway Transportation Center, Fund 1116, Center 1600019, Account 4621254 – Greyhound, by increasing the official revenue estimate from $467,000 to $564,000, an increase of $97,000, and to ensure appropriations are sufficient to operate the facility by increasing the line-item for Gateway Transportation Center, Fund 1116, Center 1600019, Account 5637000 – Public Health & Safety from $710,000 to $756,000, an increase of $46,000, and also increasing the line-item for Gateway Transportation Center, Fund 1116, Center 1600019, Account 5638000 Facility and Grounds from $46,000 to $97,000, an increase of $51,000.  The total increased appropriation of $97,000 is offset by the concomitant revenue estimate increase of $97,000, so the net budget impact is nil.

Request from the Deputy Comptroller for Finance and Development, Comptroller’s Office, for approval of Board Bill #71.  This ordinance authorizes and directs the issuance and sale of one or more series of Water Revenue Bonds (State of Missouri-Direct Loan Program), Series 2013 in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $10,000,000 in order to pay and reimburse The City of St. Louis, Missouri for costs associated with the extension, improvement, purchase, acquisition, construction and enlargement of City’s Waterworks System.

Request from the Director of Commercial Development, SLDC, for approval of Board Bill #63.  This ordinance is for issuance of up to $2,850,000 plus issuance costs principal amount of Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Revenue Notes for Northeast Hampton Berthold TIF, Inc.  This project will allow for construction of 
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the 45,000 sq. ft. Tri-Star Mercedes-Benz dealership with showroom, service area and approximately 380 parking spaces at the cost of approximately $13.2 million.  There will be approximately 60 permanent jobs.
