This ordinance ratifies and adopts the actions of the Mayor and the Comptroller in accepting and executing FAA Grant Agreement 130.  This grant will reimburse the Airport for direct costs associated with the design for the rehabilitation of a) Taxiway Delta (from Taxiway Kilo to Taxiway Juliet) –Phase 2 and b) Taxiway Echo (from Taxiway Lima to Taxiway Juliet) – Phase 2.  The federal reimbursement obligation would $7,318,112.  This ordinance contains an emergency clause

Request from the Director of Airports for approval of Board Bill #184.  This ordinance authorizes the Director of Airports and the Comptroller to enter into the Fuel System Lease and Use Agreement with a twenty year term between the City and STL Fuel Company.
