City of St. Louis’ 10-Year Plan to End Chronic Homelessness

In August 2005, the City of St. Louis and St. Louis County adopted the 10-Year Plan to End Chronic Homelessness. Prior to the 10 Year Plan, the St. Louis City Continuum of Care for Ending Homelessness provided 70 permanent supportive housing beds specifically for chronically homeless persons and 750 beds overall. 

By 2010, the number of permanent supportive housing beds designated specifically for chronically homeless persons had been expanded to 217 beds, an increase of 310%. An additional 82 permanent supportive housing beds have received funding and are currently under development, all of which are designated for chronically homeless persons. Once these beds are added, the number of beds for chronically homeless persons will total 299 beds, an increase of approximately 425% over 2005.  

Chronic Homeless Census:  January 2005 – 210 chronically homeless persons; January 2010 – 169 chronically homeless persons.  This represents a 20% reduction.
*56 beds, 42 of which are funded by CoC grant.
Light green beds became operational prior to the 10 Year Plan and remain in operation.

Bright green beds have come on line since the 10 Year Plan.

Yellow beds are under development.
