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Additional Information Regarding Public Engagement/Outreach

The RFP calls for “coordination with neighborhood groups.”  The objective of this direction is to collect information from nearby residents regarding potential ridership of a future MetroLink station, ways to enhance connectivity, etc.  SLDC has no specific expectations regarding public meetings, workshops, charrettes, etc., as opposed to interviews with leaders, etc.  The successful respondent will propose a methodology for gathering data to complete the scope.

Attitudinal Surveys in Neighborhoods

Surveys may be proposed as part of a data-collection methodology, but SLDC would be unable to offer significant logistical support to that effort.  The respondent should clearly identify how such a survey, if included, would be accomplished, and what support would be required.  It is possible that neighborhood groups and institutional partners (such as Missouri Botanical Garden, BJC and Cortex) may be willing to participate.

Clarification Regarding Ridership Projections

Ridership projections will be required in potential future applications by Metro for federal support of a new MetroLink station at Cortex.  Land use modeling will be a critical component of these projections.  Specific input from a transit expert may be helpful, but will not necessarily be required at this stage.
