FLOOR SUBSTITUTE

BOARD BILL NO. [92] 241

INTRODUCED BY ALDERMAN STEPHEN CONWAY
An ordinance requiring the relocation of entrance barricades a distance of no
more than one hundred (100) feet east of their present location at the mouth of
an alley at its western terminus that is perpendicular to Tower Grove Avenue,
which said alley runs between and parallel to in an east-west direction, Russell
Avenue on the north and Flora Avenue on the south, and containing an
emergency clause.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION ONE. The street department is hereby authorized and directed to
relocate the entrance barricade a distance of no more than one hundred (100)
feet from its present location at the mouth of an alley that has its western
terminus perpendicular to Tower Grove Avenue and which runs between and
parallel to in an east/west direction Russell Avenue on the north and Flora
Avenue on the south.

SECTION TWO. This Ordinance, being necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public health, safety and general welfare, shall be and is
hereby declared to be an emergency measure within the meaning of Article 1V,
Section 20, of the Charter of the City of St. Louis, and as such shall take effect
immediately upon its approval by the Mayor.
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
