FLOOR SUBSTITUTE 

BOARD BILL NO. [95] 231 

INTRODUCED BY ALDERMAN ROBERT RUGGERI 

An ordinance repealing Ordinance 58737, approved January 4, 1983 related to 

parking spaces in the area known as Washington Square, providing disabled 

parking spaces close to the Office on the Disabled: and enacting in lieu thereof 

new permanent disabled parking spaces on the City Hall parking lot in 

compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990. 

WHEREAS, The Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990 requires that 

parking lots open to the public be accessible to and useable by persons with 

disabilities and that disabled parking spaces be located on the shortest 

accessible route of travel from disabled parking to an accessible entrance; and  

WHEREAS, The ADA establishes a formula for the number of disabled 

parking spaces to be provided in any parking lot based on the total number of 
parking spaces available; and  

WHEREAS, There are 340 parking spaces on the City Hall parking lot with 

four disabled parking spaces and the ADA requires eight disabled spaces plus 
one van accessible disabled space for a total of nine disabled parking spaces.  

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS FOLLOWS:  

SECTION ONE: Ordinance 58737 is hereby repealed and in lieu thereof the 
following ordinance is enacted.  

SECTION TWO: The Treasurer's Office is directed to establish a total of nine 

disabled parking spaces, including one van accessible space, in the areas 

specified in Section Three of this ordinance, complying with the ADA in the 

area known as Washington Square, located in areas convenient to the accessible 

entrance to City Hall and the Office on the Disabled. Establishment of five 

additional disabled parking spaces shall include access aisle and lane striping, 

above-ground metal signs and on-ground painted signage, construction and 

maintenance of which to be completed with 30 days after the passage of this 
ordinance an to be paid from Treasurer's Office parking lot proceeds.  

SECTION THREE: The nine permanent disabled parking spaces shall be the 

four parking spaces nearest if not adjacent to the Office on the Disabled that are 



currently designated disabled parking spaces. The remaining 5 disabled parking 

spaces shall be located in the existing permit only parking spaces northwest of 

the accessible entrance at City Hall and the Office on the Disabled.  
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
