FLOOR SUBSTITUTE 

BOARD BILL NO. [96] 17 

INTRODUCED BY ALDERMAN FREEMAN BOSLEY, SR. 

An ordinance pertaining to parent(s) of juveniles violating curfew; requiring the 

parent(s) to pick up a minor violating curfew within the time specified by the 
police department, and containing a penalty clause and an emergency clause. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS FOLLOWS:  

SECTION ONE. No parent(s) of a person under the age of seventeen (17), who 

is being held by the police department for violating curfew, shall fail or refuse 

to pick up said juvenile minor within a reasonable time upon being notified by 

the police department of said curfew violation. For purposes of this Ordinance 

the term reasonable time shall be at least forty-five (45) minutes.  

SECTION TWO. For purposes of this Ordinance, "Parent" is any natural or 
adopted parent, any person having legal custody of a juvenile.  

SECTION THREE. PENALTY  

Upon conviction of any violation of this ordinance, punishment shall be 

imposed by a fine of not less than two hundred dollars ($200.00) nor more than 

five hundred dollars ($500.00), or by imprisonment for not more than ninety 

(90) days, or by both such fine and imprisonment; provided further, the 

sentencing court may suspend imposition of judgment or sentence upon parole 

for the successful performance of supervised community public service of not 

less than forty (40) hours.  

SECTION THREE. The passage of this Ordinance being deemed necessary for 

the immediate preservation of the public peace, health and safety, it is hereby 

declared to be an emergency Ordinance as provided for by Article IV, Section 

20 of the Charter of the City of St. Louis and shall be effective immediately 
upon approval by the Mayor.  
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
