FLOOR SUBSTITUTE 

BOARD BILL NO. [96] 271 

INTRODUCED BY ALDERMAN DANIEL J. McGUIRE 

An ordinance pertaining to public works, directing the Department of Streets 

and/or the Department of the President of the Board of Public Service to 

expend public funds by contracts or otherwise for the milling and resurfacing of 

public alleys, or for the removing of all or part of the asphalt surface of brick 

paved public alleys, if so directed by an appropriation ordinance; and 
containing an emergency clause.  

WHEREAS, many public alleys within the City of St. Louis are in great need 
of repair; and  

WHEREAS, it is the official written policy of the Department of Streets and the 

Department of the President of the Board of Public Service not to let contracts 

or otherwise expend public funds for the milling and resurfacing of any public 
alley; and  

WHEREAS, this Honorable Board of Aldermen hereby finds that it is in the 

best interest of the City of St. Louis that the Department of Streets and/or the 

Department of the President of the Board of Public Service should let contracts 

or otherwise expend public funds for the milling and resurfacing of public 

alleys, and for the removing of all or part of the asphalt surface of brick paved 
public alleys, when such appropriations are made by ordinance;  

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS FOLLOWS:  

SECTION ONE. The Department of Streets and the Department of the 

President of the Board of Public Service are hereby directed to expend public 

funds by contracts or otherwise to mill and resurface any public alley within the 

City of St. Louis, or to remove all or part of the asphalt surface from any brick 

paved public alley within the City of St. Louis in accordance with accepted 

Engineering Standards, as directed by subsequent appropriations ordinances. 

Provided, however, that if done by contract, such work shall be carried out in 

accordance with detailed plans and specifications to be adopted and approved 
by the Board of Public Service before bids are advertised therefor.  

SECTION TWO. This being an ordinance for the preservation of public peace, 

health and safety, it is hereby declared to be an emergency measure within the 



meaning of Sections 19 and 20 of Article IV of the Charter of the City of St. 

Louis and therefore this ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its 

passage and approval by the Mayor.  
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
