FLOOR SUBSTITUTE 

BOARD BILL NO. [97] 124 

INTRODUCED BY ALDERMAN STEPHEN GREGALI 

An ordinance pertaining to the removal of any household goods, furnishings, 

fixtures or other personal property which are removed from any premises and 

left on the street, sidewalk, alley or other public easement as a result of the 

execution of any judgement rendered in an action pursuant to chapter 524 

RSMo., chapter 534 RSMo., chapter 535 RSMo. or chapter 441 RSMo., 

providing that such property shall be deemed abandoned if not removed within 

48 hours after removal from the premises and may be subject to the immediate 

removal and disposal by the Refuse Department; containing an emergency 
clause. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS FOLLOWS:  

SECTION ONE. Notwithstanding the provisions of sections 20.28.010-

20.28.200 of the Revised Code of the City of St. Louis, any household goods, 

furnishings, fixtures or other personal property which are removed from any 

premises and left on the street, sidewalk, alley or other public easement as a 

result of the execution of any judgement rendered in an action pursuant to 

chapter 524 RSMo., chapter 534 RSMo., chapter 535 RSMo. or chapter 441 

RSMo. shall be deemed abandoned if not removed from the street, sidewalk, 

alley or other public easement within 48 hours after removal from the premises 

and may be subject to the immediate removal and disposal by the Refuse 

Department.  

SECTION TWO. This being an ordinance for the preservation of public peace, 

health, and safety, it is hereby declared to be an emergency measure within the 

meaning of Sections 19 and 20 of Article IV of the Charter of the City of St. 

Louis and therefore shall become effective immediately upon its passage and 
approval by the mayor.  
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
