FLOOR SUBSTITUTE 

BOARD BILL NO. [98] 88 

INTRODUCED BY ALDERMAN SHARON TYUS, FREEMAN BOSLEY, SR., 

IRVING C. CLAY, JR. 

An ordinance pertaining to liquor licenses within the City of St. Louis; 

authorizing the Excise Commissioner to revoke any license issued for the 

purpose of manufacturing, brewing, distilling, or selling or offering for sale at 

retail or wholesale any intoxicating liquor or nonintoxicating beer within the 

City of St. Louis if the person to whom the license was issued fails to 

manufacture, brew, distill, or sell or offer for sale at retail or wholesale such 

intoxicating liquor or nonintoxicating beer for a period of one continuous year 

subsequent to the issuance of the license; providing for an exception in the case 

of a licensed premises which is condemned for occupancy as a result of a fire, 

explosion or other casualty loss; and requiring that any revocation of a license 

under the provisions of this ordinance be subject to the procedure for 

revocation set forth in Section Seven of Ordinance 61289 as codified in Section 
14.06.320 of the Revised Code and containing an emergency clause.  

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS FOLLOWS:  

SECTION ONE. Any license issued for the purpose of manufacturing, 

brewing, distilling, or selling or offering for sale at retail or wholesale any 

intoxicating liquor or nonintoxicating beer within the City of St. Louis shall be 

revoked by the Excise Commissioner if the person to whom the license was 

issued fails to manufacture, brew, distill, or sell or offer for sale at retail or 

wholesale such intoxicating liquor or nonintoxicating beer for a period of one 
continuous year subsequent to the issuance of the license.  

SECTION TWO. The provisions of this ordinance shall not apply to any 

licensed premises which is condemned for occupancy as a result of a fire, 
explosion or other casualty loss.  

SECTION THREE. Any revocation of a license under the provisions of this 

ordinance shall be subject to the procedure for revocation set forth in Section 

Seven of Ordinance 61289 as codified in Section 14.06.320 of the Revised 
Code.  

SECTION FOUR. EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  



This being an ordinance for the preservation of public peace, health, and safety, 

it is hereby declared to be an emergency measure within the meaning of 

Sections 19 and 20 of Article IV of the Charter of the City of St. Louis and 

therefore shall become effective immediately upon its passage and approval by 
the mayor.  
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
