INTRODUCED BY ALDERMAN ALFRED WESSELS, JR., FRANCIS G. SLAY
An ordinance making a supplemental appropriation to the Annual Budget
Ordinance 64373 for current expenses of the government for the fiscal year
which began July 1, 1998 and ends June 30, 1999 amounting to the sum of Two
Million, Three Hundred Thirty Nine Thousand, Six Hundred Eighty Dollars
($2,339,680) and containing an emergency clause.

WHEREAS, the Annual Budget Ordinance 64373 was approved on June 19,
1998; and

WHEREAS, the Charter, Article XV1, Section 6, authorizes supplemental
appropriations when any accruing, unappropriated City revenue is available and
when the Board of Estimate and Apportionment recommends same; and

WHEREAS, the City has as its unreserved general fund balance, an amount
which is in excess of five percent of the general fund budget; and

WHEREAS, the sum of One Million, One Hundred Thirty Nine Thousand, Six
Hundred Eighty Dollars ($1,139,680) in unappropriated expenses was incurred
by various City departments in connection with a visit to the City by His
Holiness, Pope John Paul 11, and

WHEREAS, the sum of One Million, Two Hundred Thousand Dollars
($1,200,000) in unappropriated expense has been incurred by the City in
support of operations at Truman Restorative Center; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Estimate and Apportionment made a
recommendation for expenditure of the above sums.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS
FOLLOWS:
SECTION ONE. There is hereby appropriated and set apart the sum of Two
Million, Three Hundred Thirty Nine Thousand, Six Hundred Eighty Thousand
Dollars ($2,339,680) from the unreserved general fund balance for expenses as
detailed in Exhibit 1, which is attached hereto and made a part of this
ordinance.



SECTION TWO. This ordinance being deemed necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public health, welfare, safety, and morals, it is hereby
declared to be an emergency measure pursuant to Article I1V; Sections 19 and
20 of the Charter and shall become effective immediately upon passage and
approval by the Mayor.
