INTRODUCED BY ALDERMAN JAMES SONDERMANN 

An ordinance pertaining to parking amending Section 834.020.1 of Section One 

of Ordinance 57831, approved on April 19, 1979; amending Section Two of 

Ordinance 58681, approved on November 10, 1982 and further amending 

Section Two of Ordinance 64705, approved on July 29, 1999, to include zoning 

district �F� in the parking prohibition for trucks, trailers and homemade 

trailers on any public street or alley where the abutting land is in the �A�, 

�B�, �C�, �D� �E� or �F� use zoning districts as established by 
ordinance containing exceptions and an emergency clause.  

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS FOLLOWS:  

SECTION ONE. Section 834.020.1 of Section One of Ordinance 57831, 
approved on April 19 1979 is hereby amended as follows:  

No truck or bus shall be parked upon any public street where the abutting land 

is in the �A,� �B,� �C,� �D,� �E� or �F� use zoning district as 

established by ordinance; any such vehicle so parked is declared to be a 

nuisance and an unlawful obstruction of the street. These provisions shall not 

apply to vehicles used for commercial purposes which are parked in an �F� 

use zoning district and are within Fifty (50) feet of the commercial business 

which owns or leases such vehicle, or any trailers which is rendering service or 

loading or unloading merchandise.  

 

SECTION TWO. Section Two of Ordinance 58681, approved on November 
10, 1982, is hereby amended as follows:  

Any truck or bus parked on any private street where said abutting land is in the 

�A,� �B,� �C,� �D,� �E,� or �F� use zoning district as 

established by ordinance, is hereby declared to be a nuisance and in unlawful 

obstruction of the street  
 

SECTION THREE. Section Two of Ordinance 64705, approved on July 29, 
1999 is hereby amended as follows:  



No trailers or homemade trailers shall be stored or parked, coupled or 

uncoupled, upon any public street or alley where the abutting land is in the 

�A�, �B�, �C�, �D� �E� or �F� use zoning districts as 

established by ordinance. Any such trailer so parked is declared to be an 

unlawful obstruction of the street or alley. This provision shall not apply to 

trailers which are parked in an �F� use zoning district and are within Fifty 

(50) feet of the commercial business which owns or leases such trailer or to 

materials and equipment trailers which are rendering a service unless such 

trailer is interfering with the flow or movement of traffic.  
 

SECTION FOUR. EMERGENCY CLAUSE.  

This being an ordinance for the preservation of public peace, health, and safety, 

it is hereby declared to be an emergency measure within the meaning of 

Sections 19 and 20 of Article IV of the Charter of the City of St. Louis and 

therefore shall become effective immediately upon its passage and approval by 

the mayor.  
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
