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BOARD BILL 196 INTRODUCED BY ALDERWOMAN LYDA KREWSON

An ordinance recommended and approved by the Airport Commission, the Comptroller
and the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, making certain findings with respect to the
transfer in an amount not to exceed Four Hundred Thousand Dollars ($400,000) of excess
moneys that The City of St. Louis (the “City”), the owner and operator of Lambert-St. Louis
International Airport® (the “Airport”), intends to transfer from the Debt Service Stabilization
Fund (the “DSSF”) to the “Airport Development Fund” in accordance with Section 516.B of the
Lambert-St. Louis International Airport Indenture of Trust between the City, as Grantor, and
UMB Bank, N.A., as Trustee, dated as of October 15, 1984, as amended and restated as of July
1, 2009, as amended and supplemented (the “Indenture”); authorizing a transfer in an amount not
to exceed Four Hundred Thousand Dollars ($400,000) from the DSSF into the Airport
Development Fund during the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2015, for the purpose of making
funds available to make certain emergency replacements and repairs to Airport buildings,
terminals, structures, equipment, and environs and other associated Airport drainage systems
which due to their age, condition and design are causing flooding in Airport buildings, terminals
and surrounding areas during periods of heavy precipitation, more fully described in EXHIBIT A
entitled “Emergency Repair & Replacement Project” that is incorporated herein; containing a
severability clause; and containing an emergency clause.

WHEREAS, The City of St. Louis, Missouri (the “City”) is the owner of Lambert-St.
Louis International Airport® (the “Airport”), which is operated for the City by the City’s Airport
Authority, a department of the City;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 516.B of the Lambert-St. Louis International Airport

Indenture of Trust between the City, as Grantor, and UMB Bank, N.A., as Trustee, dated as of
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October 15, 1984, as amended and restated as of July 1, 2009, as amended and supplemented
(the “Indenture”), the City may withdraw and use amounts on deposit in the Debt Service
Stabilization Fund (the “DSSF”) for emergency debt service needs with respect to indebtedness
issued for Airport purposes and for Airport operational emergencies;

WHEREAS, the Airport Commission, the Comptroller and the Board of Estimate and
Apportionment have determined: i) that the need to make certain emergency replacements and
repairs to Airport buildings, terminals, structures, equipment, environs, and other associated
Airport drainage systems servicing Airport buildings, terminals and surrounding areas, as are
more fully described in EXHIBIT A entitled “Emergency Repair & Replacement Project”, which
IS incorporated herein, are necessary in order to maintain operating levels at the Airport and
constitute an Airport operating emergency within the meaning of Section 516.B(2) of the
Indenture, ii) that the transfer of funds during the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2015 from the
DSSF to the “Airport Development Fund” as set forth herein is an appropriate and desirable use
of such funds and is essential for the operation of the Airport; and iii) that such use is consistent
with the requirements of the Indenture;

WHEREAS, there is a balance in excess of Four Hundred Thousand Dollars ($400,000)
available for transfer from the DSSF into the Airport Development Fund established in the
Indenture;

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City and the operation of the Airport to
authorize the transfer of funds from the DSSF into the Airport Development Fund in an amount
not to exceed Four Hundred Thousand Dollars ($400,000) during the fiscal year beginning July

1, 2015; and
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WHEREAS, this Ordinance, authorizing the transfer of funds in an amount not to exceed
Four Hundred Thousand Dollars ($400,000), as set out herein, is recommended and approved by
the City’s Airport Commission, the Comptroller, and the City’s Board of Estimate and
Apportionment.

BE IT SO ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE. The Board of Aldermen for The City of St. Louis, Missouri (the
“City”) hereby adopts and incorporates herein the foregoing recitals as findings.

SECTION TWO.  There is hereby authorized a transfer of funds in an amount not to
exceed Four Hundred Thousand Dollars ($400,000) from the Airport Debt Service Stabilization
Fund (the “DSSF”) into the “Airport Development Fund” of the Lambert-St. Louis International
Airport Indenture of Trust between the City, as Grantor, and UMB Bank, N.A., as Trustee, dated
as of October 15, 1984, as amended and restated as of July 1, 2009, as amended and
supplemented, during the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2015, for the purpose of making funds
available to make certain emergency replacements and repairs to Airport buildings, terminals,
structures, equipment, environs, and other associated Airport drainage systems which due to their
age, condition and design are causing flooding in Airport buildings, terminals and surrounding
areas during periods of heavy precipitation, as are more fully described in EXHIBIT A entitled
“Emergency Repair & Replacement Project”, which is incorporated herein.

SECTION THREE. It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Board of Aldermen
that each and every part, section, and subsection of this Ordinance will be separate and severable
from each and every other part, section, and subsection hereof and that the Board of Aldermen
intends to adopt each said part, section, and subsection separately and independently of any other

part, section, and subsection. In the event that any part, section, or subsection of this Ordinance
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is determined to be unlawful or unconstitutional, the remaining parts, sections, and subsections
will remain in full force and effect, unless the court making such finding determines that the
valid portions standing alone are incomplete and are incapable of being executed in accord with
the legislative intent.

SECTION FOUR. This being an ordinance making an appropriation for current
expenses of the City government, it is hereby declared to be an emergency measure as defined in
Avrticle 1V, Section 20 of the Charter of the City and will become effective immediately upon its

approval by the Mayor of the City.

Emergency Funding Request — Terminal 1 Storm Drainage

The month of June 2015 presented the Saint Louis area with its wettest June since 1946. This was
followed by the fourth wettest July on record, with the most monthly precipitation since 1993. These
conditions exacerbated a flooding condition that has existed, at least in part, at the west end of the

Terminal 1 complex since its construction in the late 1950’s and needs to be addressed promptly.

The figure below indicates a Plan View of the drainage condition that exists in the general area of the
West Climate Control and Building Maintenance shop areas, storm sewers shown in light blue and utility

tunnel in dashed red.

Plan View, West Climate Control and Building Maintenance

It appears that since the time of construction, the drainage pipe exiting the upstream manhole and
flowing under the utility tunnel has been undersized, in terms of diameter, and as such the water
carrying capacity is much less than the pipes entering this same manhole. A Cross Section of this
condition is shown schematically on the following page. The result of this undersized pipe is two-fold in

that (1) this manhole floods to ground surface as do several drainage features upstream of it nearer the
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Terminal and (2) pipes entering this manhole have no relief and water backs up into facilities such as the

Terminal 1 Parking Garage, Terminal 1 Loading Docks and the West Climate Control and Building

Maintenance facilities.

The backup of water into West Climate Control is particularly concerning. There is a 4160V electrical

substation that has had water reach its metal base as a result of this condition, with at least ten known

occurrences in 2015. This situation needs to be corrected promptly. While there are no energized

electrical components in the lower 12" of this substation, the equipment is not designed to be in contact

with water.

The Airport believes that this serious threat to Airport operations is an emergency condition meeting the

criteria for use of funds from the Debt Service Stabilization Fund. It is recommended that the design and

the installation work necessary to correct this situation begin immediately. The proposed funding

required to remedy this condition is $400,000. Included in the amount of this request are:

e 510,000 for surveying of the drainage features and area topography. This includes excavating

and locating the top of the Utility Tunnel to determine this critical elevation;
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$50,000 for design and coordination with the Metropolitan Sewer District, the authority having
jurisdiction over these sewers;

e $100,000 for an electrical pumping station within the downstream manhole;

e $25,000 for backflow flaps for pipes entering the upstream manhole;

e 565,000 for a trench drain around the 4160V electrical substation, including a sump pump to
purge the trench in the event of a backup;

e 5$100,000 to deal with impacted soils due to the site’s proximity to the existing fuel hydrant

lines; and

e 550,000 of Contingency Funds in the event of other unknown conditions.

It is requested that the Comptroller approve the transfer of $400,000 from the Debt Service Stabilization

Fund to pay the cost of addressing this Airport operational emergency.
