BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS AS FOLLOWS: 9

 SECTION ONE: The Mayor, on the behalf of the City of St. Louis, is hereby authorized 11 

and directed to submit all necessary applications and to enter into any agreements with the 12 

Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services for the City of Saint Louis Department of 13 

Health / Public Health Emergency Preparedness (PHEP) Ebola LPHA funding and authorizing 14 

the Mayor, upon approval of the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, to expend any funds 15 

received by said grant to fulfill the obligations of the grant. 16 

 SECTION TWO: Emergency Clause.  This being an ordinance for the preservation of 17 

public peace, health and safety, it is hereby declared to be an emergency measure within the 18 

meaning of Sections 19 and 20 of Article IV of the Charter of the City of St. Louis, and 19 

therefore, this ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its passage and approval by 20 

the Mayor. 21 





Executive Summary:  Public Health Emergency Preparedness Ebola LPHA Competitive Funding 
  


Urgent care centers and retail walk-in clinics must be considered 1st points of entry into the healthcare system, 


yet the relationship between these offices and LPHAs ranges from non-existent to quite good.   During the Fall 


of 2014, it became clear that many urgent care centers and retail walk-in clinics were woefully ill-prepared for 


Ebola (and consequently other highly infectious diseases) and additionally, were unfamiliar with their local 


health departments in terms of communication / reporting requirements, latest guidance from CDC, state, and 


local levels, assistance available to them, etc. 


 Funding received from this grant will be used to develop a network of partnerships among urgent 


care/retail clinics, LPHAs, and our Health Care Coalition.    


We will provide technical assistance, expertise, and advice to LPHAs regarding how to strengthen the 


relationships with urgent care and walk-in clinic staff to assure that these sites are prepared to identify patients 


exposed to or symptomatic of highly infectious diseases, isolate identified patients, initiate appropriate 


local/regional notification protocols, and utilize best practices for patient transportation. 


 Additionally, funds from this grant will be used to formalize the provision of services to individuals 


and/or families placed in quarantine.   Best practices dictate these “wrap-around” services be defined with 


Memorandums of Understanding signed.   


 Finally, through a subcontract with Heartland Center, St. Louis University, portals dedicated to these 


projects will be created as a training and resource aid for the urgent care clinics and retail walk-in clinics, as 


well as for the volunteer agencies partnering with us on the prevision of services to those sequestered under 


isolation and quarantine orders.  


 The total of the grant application and anticipated funding from the Missouri Department of Health and 


Senior Services totals $139,114.  The award expires August 31, 2016. 
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
