WHEREAS, today we pause in our deliberations to note the achievements of St. Louis’s 
own: Mr. Joshua Temple; and 
 
WHEREAS, Mr. Temple is a boxer of tremendous skill and ability, standing 6 feet 4 
inches tall and weighing in at 201 pounds of ferocity; and 
 
WHEREAS, Mr. Temple was born on October 12, 1992, and grew up in St. Louis, 
starting his training at age 6 and beginning competing in boxing at age 10; and 
 
WHEREAS, Mr. Temple has three older brothers who boxed, as did his father and 
several cousins; and 
 
WHEREAS, his greatest assets in the ring are his smarts and wits; and his greatest 
inspiration is his father; and 
 
WHEREAS,  he won more than 100 bouts during his amateur career, and he has won 
several awards, winning a silver medal in the USA Boxing National Championships in 
2013, becoming the USA Boxing National Champion in 2014, and winning a Continental 
Championship in 2015.

Louis that we pause in our deliberations to recognize the great talents and 
accomplishments of Mr. Joshua Temple and wish him the best of luck in his boxing 
career and in life.
