WHEREAS, on March 6, 1775, Prince Hall and 14 other Blackimwere made Masons by Worshipful Master John
Batt of Army Lodge No. 441 of the 38th regimenttfaaf the British Army; and

WHEREAS, when the British Army left Boston in 1776, Army LgelNo. 441 granted Prince Hall and his brethren
authority to meet (Under Dispensation). and Afritage #1 was organized on July 3, 1776, with Rridall as the
worshipful master; and

WHEREAS, on March 2, 1784, Prince Hall petitioned the Grandge of England, through a Worshipful Master of a
subordinate Lodge in London (William Moody of Bretly Love Lodge No. 55) for a warrant or charterga

WHEREAS, on September 29, 1784, a charter was issued toakfliodge #1, chartering it as African Lodge #459,
making it a regular lodge, with all the rights grdvileges of any regular lodge in the world; and

WHEREAS, in 1791, Prince Hall was appointed a Provincialr@rdaster by the Grand Lodge of England, and
African Lodge #459 became a mother lodge, orgagigeveral other lodges under its charter; and

WHEREAS, in December 1808, one year after the death of etiall, African Lodge #459 (Boston), African Lodge
#459 (Philadelphia) and Hiram Lodge #3 (Providemae) in a general assembly of the craft and orgahilae African
Grand Lodge; and

WHEREAS, in 1847, out of respect for their founding fatheddirst Grand Master, Prince Hall, African Granodge
changed its name to the Prince Hall Grand Lodgentme it carries today; and

WHEREAS, today, the Prince Hall Masonic Order spans acrib&)aJnited States of America as well as lodges in
Canada, the West Indies, the Bahamas, Europe, sia¢ltAere are over 250,000 Prince Hall Masonsamade,
working in more than 5,000 lodges who can trace thregin back to African Lodge No. 459 and therfea Hall Grand
Lodge; and

WHEREAS, the Honorable Henry Willis is the 45th Most WordhipgGrand Master of the State of Missouri and its
Jurisdictions and carries on the tradition stabyg@rother Prince Hall over 200 years ago; and

WHEREAS, Sunday, September 11, 2016, is the day set asitle ifirst Masonic District of the Most Worshipful
Prince Hall Grand Lodge of Missouri, and its jurestbns, to honor Prince Hall and the origins oihee Hall Masons.
