Pamplin, St. Louis, Missouri; and Ms. Sandra Bell serves as the Principal and Dr. 
Mendoza serves as the Assistant Principal; and Herzog School teaches children in 
preschool through fifth grade; under Ms. Bell’s leadership, Herzog has reached full 
accreditation, meeting the guidelines of the Missouri Department of Elementary and 
Secondary Education; and 

WHEREAS, the literacy program  at Herzog will embed research-based reading 
strategies and mathematics, science, and social studies across the curriculum; all students 
will leave Herzog Elementary equipped with critical thinking skills and social skills 
necessary to allow them to become productive members of society; and

education; Herzog will implement a program combining high academic rigor and social 
experiences in a safe, nurturing, and engaging learning environment; its rigorous 
curriculum, innovative instruction, authentic assessment, extracurricular activities, and 
definitive systems for social and emotional support have helped Herzog students to 
develop scholarly attitudes, habits, and skills necessary to succeed in college or a skilled 
trade, to lead fulfilled lives, and to ultimately participate effectively in our diverse and 
complex democracy; and

of St. Louis that we pause in our deliberations to recognize, acknowledge, and 
congratulate the Herzog School on its gaining accreditation.  We further direct the Clerk 
of this Board to spread a copy of this Resolution across the minutes of these proceedings 
and to prepare a memorial copy to the end that it may be presented to representatives of 
the Herzog School at a time and place deemed appropriate by the Sponsor.
